He was a sweet, bright little boy with big blue eyes and blond hair and a smile that would melt your heart.  He had had just started school and life was
good.  As parents, from that moment on, their main focus in life was to find Chris the best treatment available to make him well again.  Watching Chris go through painful treatments, chemotherapy, radiation, surgeries and bone marrow transplants was very hard!  It was an emotional roller coaster ride, as well as a financial strain on them.  They befriended many other families whose children were fighting battles of their own and heard their stories.  After Chris died, they decided to use the funds left in Chris' foundation to help the other children.  

This is Children's Roads to Recovery’s 20th. Year and to-date we have helped Two Thousand, One Hundred and Thirty (2130) critically ill children and their families.
